MTMRPC Officials will sign for HCRS Registration. During this time applicants must be willing
to participate in club activities.

Our club meetings are held on the second Monday of each month. Meetings start at 8.00pm
at the Pitt Town Uniting Church Hall, Bathurst Street, Pitt Town. Visitors sharing our interests
are most welcome.
